Chair’s Report 2017-18
At last year’s AGM I gave the board 12 months notice that I would be standing down from the role of Chair at the end of this year.

Once again it’s been a challenging year for Debbie leading the Performance TSG, due to changes that have been introduced by England Netball. 2017/18 Season
Following screening on 8th and 9th September 2017 three squads of approx. 20 were selected.  The Under 17s trained on a Wednesday evening at Da Vinci School and the Under 13s and Under 15s trained on alternate Saturdays a Swanwick Hall School.  The England Age Bandings were adopted, meaning that the age cut-off date was 31st December instead of 31st August.  This resulted in our squads being very young.

The residential weekend for team building took place at Lea Green over the weekend of 29th September to 1st October.  This was enjoyed by all but owing to the fact that there is no longer a suitable indoor netball court we had to hold the final day of netball at a local school which was not suitable for parent spectating.  For the 2018/19 season we are looking at an alternative venue.

During the summer of 2017 a new competition League was formed, following collaboration between the East Midlands Region County Coaches and TSGs.  The East Midlands County League (EMCL) started with an opening tournament at Soar Valley in September and then each County took turns in hosting a round so that each County played each other.  It ended with finals at Loughborough University on 28th April and there was a final tournament in May – hosted by Derbyshire at Woodlands School.  Each County entered one team of each age group, the results are attached.

We invited South Yorkshire Performance to a friendly tournament on 10th March 2018. We played 2 teams in each age group (Under 15 and Under 13).  This was a great success and we intend building on this relationship in the coming season.

We also took two teams per each age group (under 13/15/17) to Cheshire for a tournament – the competition was tough but all enjoyed it and we intend entering this again next season.

So the focus of training has now firmly switched to competition and it is with that in mind that the 2018/19 squads will be selected.

2018/19 Season
England Netball have dictated that the pathway from U17s will be via the Regional Franchise, so in our case via Loughborough Lightning.   This means that there is no County screening for Under 17s – the next step for an existing athletes that becomes too old for Under 15s is to attend open trials for one of the Loughborough Lightning Under 17 hubs.  Lightning is also running three Under 15 hubs; athletes who are Under 15 can train for both County and Lightning.  There are 5 hubs for each age group situated in the East Midlands Region.

We did request that Loughborough Lightening consider a hub in Derbyshire but unfortunately this was declined, we were told that Lightning consider Derbyshire athletes are within travelling distance of Worksop College and Charnwood College.  It is our understanding that from September 2019 there will be a hub in every county – but for the coming year this is not the case, which is very disappointing.  Emily Perry (LL coach) has formed a working group that is supposed to be for the development of this new pathway – myself and Jen Newman are part of this group but to date there have been no meetings, and it is now too late for the 2018/19 season.  We will be strongly advocating for more involvement in the plans for the 2019/20 season.

So from now on the County “pathway” actually ends once an athlete becomes too old for Under 15.  The East Midlands County League will be for Under 13 and Under 15 only.

As a County we have decided that the England age banding dates do not work for us – so we have reverted to school years for our squads  -  The other Counties in East Midlands agree so, for our County squads and for the EMCL, the Under 13 are years 6/7/8 Under 15s are years 9/10.   This means that some of our athletes who have to trial for Under 17 using the England dates are actually Under 15 using the County dates and as such are eligible to screen for County this year.   We hope that this will give these athletes one more year in the County system so hopefully they will have more of a chance when screening for LL Under 17s next time.  So for clarity the age bandings for 2018/19 are:

This still leaves some athletes that are only just 16 but are too old for County – some will trial for a LL Under 17 hub, but for these places will be limited and we were unhappy about losing some athletes that have been with us for a few years at such an early age.   So a decision has been made to keep the existing Under 17 athletes that are still eligible and to have them form a Derbyshire Under 17 squad – this is an invitation only squad, there will be no screening.  The squad will train once a month and will also help the younger girls by giving match practice to the Under 15s from time to time.  We will actively seek competition for this squad as the season progresses

Pre- screening for the Under 13s took place on 16th June.  Clubs and schools were asked to send athletes who were not already in the programme.  This was well attended and the successful athletes have been invited to attend screening on 8th September (along with the existing performance athletes). The Under 15 screening will also take place on this day.  From screening we hope to select two squads of each age group – around 40 athletes in total.  We will enter all of these into the EMCL – so all athletes can expect a monthly competitive match this season.  

Last season Da Vinci cancelled a lot of sessions and Swanwick became increasingly inflexible about arrangements.  We have therefore approached Allestree Woodlands School and have secured a four hour booking every Saturday morning from 8th September to 25th May 2018.     So all training for 2018/19 will be at Woodlands.  The plan is that the Under 13/15 train every two weeks and the Under 17s once a month.  We will use the additional weeks to host specialist “master classes” and for match practice for the league.

In practice the idea is that all coaches attend training every week where possible – this will give a variety of styles and ensure the athletes do not get too invested in one particular coach.  This will flow through into the EMCL and other tournaments that we enter – all coaches will attend the matches where possible and all teams will be encouraged to stay and support each other.  We aim to provide team transport to the various venues to promote this team spirit.

As a team we are looking forward to building on this year’s results and to ensure that as many of our athletes as possible are given the training and experience to take them onto the next stage of the pathway whilst at the same time being proud to represent Derbyshire.

EAST MIDLANDS COUNTY LEAGUE

This newly formed League was for all three age groups.  Derbyshire entered one team per age group.  The initial hope was to give all of the athletes the chance to compete but it soon became apparent that the other Counties were constantly playing their oldest athletes.  There was some controversy as to whether all Counties had actually adhered to the new age banding dates – moving the cut-off date from 31st August to 31st December means that an older year 8 (say birthday 20th December 2004) cannot be in Under 13s – so has to compete with the Under 15s.  At this stage of their development this creates a vast difference between the Under 15 athletes within the squad, and this has a similar knock on effect to the Under 17s.

In reality therefore we quickly developed a competitive squad within each age group of about 10 athletes, which we admit was not ideal but was necessary.   For the coming season all Counties have agreed that the new system of age banding does not work for us and so for 2018/19 the squads should be more equally balanced.  In addition each County will enter 2 teams per age group which will give all of our athletes an equal chance to take part in competition.
