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Sportivate Applications Advice
The following two pages are designed to help you in completing 2013/2014 Sportivate applications. I have highlighted a few areas people have found confusing in the past or have been missed or completed incorrectly. 

Project details:

Ensure you give correct and full details of the project including:

· Correct region, CSP and Local authority

· Correct number of blocks - a block is a series of 6 to 8 sessions in the same place for the same participants 

· Select the correct months when your project will take place - please be realistic and try to stick to these months where possible
· Deliverer name, phone number and email- this is the coach that will be coaching the sessions- it is important we have their details- if this changes before or during the project please let me know. 

· Sustainability/exit route description- it is important to describe what is on offer for these new participants when Sportivate has finished. This may be that the money charged during Sportivate will be used to help fund the continuation of the sessions etc. Projects must have sustainable exit route to be considered.

· Weekly coaching Sessions description- please explain what you will do in your sessions in as much detail as possible 

· Evidence of Need/Demand- how do you know that the participants are there to support this project and the retention figure you estimate.
Retention Figures:
In this section you need to estimate how many participants from each age group and gender you will retain for 5 out of 6, 6 our of 7 or 7 out of 8 sessions. 
This is not the number of participants you think your project will attract- it is the number that will complete the sessions. Try not to over estimate these figures. 

Sport England are also keen on us having a greater percentage of our projects to be focused on over 16s, so please bear this in mind when designing your projects. 
Suggested Costings:

· Coaching – recommended £25 per coach per hour maximum (unless exceptional circumstances)

· Marketing- max budget £100 unless exceptional circumstances
· Equipment- No more than 20% of total project cost is allowed

· Incentives- can include things like cut price membership fees to join the club, t-shirts, vital small pieces of equipment to continue the activity after Sportivate such as boxing gloves or table tennis paddles etc. 
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Please ensure you detail all costs of the project even if you intend to give them in kind – this should add up to the TOTAL cost of the project 





Please ensure you detail all in kind costs eg use of facility, here





Please ensure there is a small charge for your project to participants- if you do not wish to include it as income (to reduce to cost of the project) and want to retain the funds to make the project sustainable please put £0 in the amount but detail your charge in the income details. Also explain this in the Exit route description above.





Recommended maximum amount is £75 per retained participant. Up to £100 in special cases only.
